Among thin, Califor-
nia-style pizzas, the one arrayed with earthy duck confit and goat cheese offers 
the most intrigue. 

Sandwiches include a chopped pork confit construct that, thrumming with 
mustard, reminds appealingly of South Carolina barbecue. The kitchen crafts 
its own charcuterie: duck prosciutto, thin slices of venison terrine and – don’t 
flinch, it’s fabulous– rich, textured trotter (pig’s foot) sausage.
